I think Mel (KK4QJR) and I agree that this year’s Ham Jam 

was very good.  The speakers were informative and interest-

ing. The Fulton County group organized a great program for 

the hams who were able to attend.  Some hams came from as 

far away as South Carolina.  This was my third year to attend 

the Ham Jam and I will surely go again next year.  

 

The first speaker was Carol Perry 

(WB2MGP), a person who is a force 

to get youth interested in Amateur 

Radio. Carole is the highly recog-

nized “Youth Programs liaison” for 

the ARRL and other organiza-

tions.  She has moderated the Youth 

Forum and the Instructor's Work-

shop at Dayton Hamvention for 

many years.  She is a popular key-

note speaker and seminar leader at 

numerous teacher and radio conven-

tions across the country.  Carole taught school on Staten Is-

land from 1981 until her retirement in 2004, and created a 

curriculum to introduce amateur radio into the classroom. 

Her contributions to amateur radio have benefited hundreds 

of schools and thousands of students over the years.  She also 

was an executive vice president for 16 years for Rapidcircuit, 

a Brooklyn-based electronics company. When the company 

relocated, Carole went back to her first love of teaching.  

Carol is an interesting lady who can help with supplies and 

radios for presenting a program for youth. 

 

The next speaker was Carl Luet-

zelschwab (K9LA).  Carl is a rec-

ognized expert on solar topics and 

propagation. He retired last year 

after 41 years of RF Design with 

Motorola and Raytheon (formerly 

Magnavox). Carl has been licensed 

since 1961 and his interest in prop-

agation goes back to his college 

days at Purdue University.  His 

website contains selected articles 

about propagation from his month-

ly Propagation column in 

WorldRadio (now Practical Propagation in CQ Plus) and 

from his contributions to other amateur radio publications. 

Carl gave us lots of information about our sun and radio 

wave propagation—some of which was over my head. 
 

 

The best speaker was saved for 

last.  Martin F. Jue (K5FLU) is 

the founder and owner of 

MFJ Enterprises, a world-wide 

business that also includes such 

prominent brand names as 

Ameritron, Mirage, Vectronics, 

Cushcraft and Hy-Gain.  Martin 

founded MFJ in 1972 and has 

seen the company grow into a 

dominant force as an amateur 

radio equipment supplier.  He 

holds electrical engineering degrees from Mississippi State 

University and Georgia Tech, and has seen the company he 

started in a small hotel room in downtown Starkville, Missis-

sippi grow into an international concern with more than 200 

dealers in the United States, 10 in Canada and 40 elsewhere 

in the world.  In addition, MFJ is represented at about 25 

hamfests every year.  Martin told us about the beginning of 

his company in his college days and what has led the compa-

ny to become what it is today.   There is a three- part video 

called  "The MFJ Story" on YouTube containing the talk 

Martin gave at Ham Jam.  (https://www.youtube.com/watch?
